The Appellant is trying to raise a very important issue pointing to the fact that NSIT which is part of the prestigious Delhi University appears to primarily continuing a syllabus since 1989. The PIO has informed the Appellant that in 2003 a committee was formed to revamp the syllabus but from the statements of the respondents it appears that the exercise has not been completed since then. Information has been provided to the Appellant of the various concluded meetings that has been held in last 07 years and the various impediment that has been placed in the process of getting a new syllabus, but the end result is that the in a field like technology NSIT has not made any significant change in its syllabus. This Commission has no jurisdiction over this but can only hope that Institute of Technology affiliated to  Delhi University should consider graduating from the bullock-cart age to the modern age.
