	The Name of the Smt. Lakhiya Devi w/o Sh. B. D.Prasad had been appearing in the electoral roll in published on 14.03.2008 after the intension revision (copy of relevant portion of list enclosed).

The name of Smt. Lakhiya Devi however, did not appear in the electoral roll published on 15.10.2008 (copy of relevant portion of list enclosed).

Since, the name of your mother did not appear in the electoral roll w.ef. 15.10,2008 hence, photo I-card has not been prepared.

As far as the form No. 6 submitted is concerned, the same was sent on 22.09.2009 (SI No.102 of the list enclosed) for verification of persons with citizen ship etc. to the Asstt. Commissioner of Police, Seemapuri, Delhi and subsequent reminders were also sent on 22.02.2009, 15.01.2010 and 24.06.2010.

Ground of the First Appeal:

The information provided is unsatisfactory. 
Order of the FAA:
PIO was directed to give a proper reply with certified copies regarding points No l , 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 in detail within 10 days to the applicant. PIO is also directed to allow the applicant to inspect the record and if, he wants copies of the records, then it should be provided as per the provisions of the Act. The concerned ERO is also directed to peruse this matter with the concerned Police Authority on priority basis. The applicant is also advised to go through the Website www.ceodelhi.nic.in where most of the information is available. Besides, the copy of Rules & Regulations for issuing the EPIC card may also be provided to the appellant within a period as mentioned above after charging necessary fees admissible under rules.
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present

Respondent :  Mr. H. K. Premi, PIO & SDM(EL); 


The appellant has sought very simple information as to why her mother Mrs. Lakhiya Devi w/o Mr. B. D. Prasad has been disenfranchised. Mrs. Lakhiya Devi was registered voter with an electoral photo identify card in her name. She has produced her voter slip since 2003. In October 2008 her name has been removed from the electoral list and the PIO admits that there is no evidence of any reasons for removing her name from the electoral list. The respondent states that once a persons name is removed from the list with or without any reasons the citizen has to apply afresh to get the name back on the list. Mrs. Lakhiya Devi had applied for getting her voting rights again on 18/09/2009 and the Electoral Officer had forwarded this to ACP(Seemapuri) to get her verification done. Since then ACP(Seemapuri) has not done the verification. The respondent states that there are about 1000 such cases where the voters ID Card cannot be given ACP(Seemapuri) does not do the verification. The Appellant alleges that he has checked with the police and has been informed that the said form of Mrs. Lakhiya Devi has not been sent to them. The Commission recommends to the Electoral Registration Officer (ERO) to take up the matter with the police department so that citizens are not disenfranchised because of police laxity. The ERO is directed to provide information to the Appellant and the Commission on the action taken before  15 August 2011. The ERO is also directed to ensure that a list of people whose application for inclusion of their names in the voter list is pending for over 30 days is displayed on the website giving reasons for not providing the election card. 
Decision:

The Appeal is allowed. 
The ERO is directed to provide information to the Appellant and the Commission on the action taken before 15 August 2011. The ERO is also directed to ensure that a list of people whose application for inclusion of their names in the voter list is pending for over 30 days is displayed on the website giving reasons for not providing the election card before 30 July 2011. This should be updated every month before the 10th day of the following month. 
This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.
