The First Appellate Authority ordered:

“The reply given by the PIO/DC (WZ) that the requisite record is not traceable and efforts are being made is not appropriate and satisfactory.  He further stated that the record is being denied deliberately.
The PIO/DC (WZ) informed that the record is still not traceable being more than 13-14 years old and the staff have also been changed at several times since then. He showed the report of the Building Dept. /WZ intimating that some of the records had been seized by the investigating agencies i.e. CBI, ACB and the inventory of the same is also not available with the department. The PIO also stated that efforts are still being made to trace out the relevant records.

In view of the above facts and circumstances, I direct the PIO to make best efforts to trace out the relevant records. A final reply in the matter will be sent by the PIO to the appellant by 31tst January, 2008 under intimation to this office.
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present.

Appellant : Sh. Virender Singh
Respondent : Mr. Manoj Verma representing Mr. Navin Verma
The PIO contends that the records are lost. The appellant is clearly aggrieved by this.

The Commission directs the respondent to file a Police compliant about the lost/stolen records and get a certificate from the Additional Commissioner –Engineering about the loss/stealth of these records.

Decision:

The Appeal is disposed.
The PIO will provide a copy of the Police complaint and the certificate from the Additional Commissioner to the appellant and the Commission before 10 January, 2009.
