 The Appellant is a pensioner who states that since the pension was not credited to his account, he had filed RTI application. The PIO has provided the bank statements and the information to the Appellant. However, the Appellant states that his pension is again being stopped since December 2010. The Respondent states this has happened because the required certificate showing that the pensioner is alive was not deposited for 2009. The Respondent states that this has now been received in February 2010. The Respondent states that the Appellant’s pension will now be deposited before March 2011 and has assured the Commission that the statement giving the deposit of pension of the Appellant from December 2010 to March 2011 will be send to the Appellant before 05 April 2011. 
Decision:

The Appeal is disposed.

The Respondent Mr. Ravi Shanker Dwivedi is directed to send the statement of the amount deposited in the pension account of the Appellant for the period December 2010 to March 2011 before 05 April 2011.
