Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present

Appellant : Mr. Yesudian Paul representing Mr. Upender Kumar;
Respondent : Absent;

The Appellant has applied for a certificate that he was a former leprosy patient. He had applied in 2008 and was sent to medical test on 21/04/2009. He states that his medical test was not conducted and he was told that his name was not on the list. He had sought the list of the names of the patients with the father’s/husband’s name which was refused by the PIO. Subsequently after the order of the FAA this has been provided which shows that Mr. Upender Kumar’s father’s name has been shown as “Sarying” whereas his father’s name as per the election card which he has submitted is “Saryug”. He states that because of this his medical test is not been undertaken and the officers concerned are not helping him. It appears that a mistake has occurred in the Social Welfare Department. The Commission requests the Director, Department of Social Welfare, GNLS Complex, Delhi Gate to look into the problem of the appellant which appears to be genuine and take appropriate steps. 
Decision:

The Appeal is disposed. 

The Commission requests the Director, Department of Social Welfare, GNLS Complex, Delhi Gate, Delhi to look into the matter and take appropriate steps.
