BDO(NW); 

The Appellant is a very poor person who claims that he was given land under the 20 point program alongwith with 13 others of his community. He has a certificate which appears to have been issued by the Gram Sabha Bawana in 1981. He claims that the land has been forcibly taken away from him and other who had been allotted this land. He has been to various agencies hoping to get his land back but has not been successful. The Commission had no means of getting to the truth of the matter but is framing the information which might help him in the spirit of Section 6(1) of the RTI Act which states, “Provided that where such request cannot be made in writing, the Central Public Information Officer or State Public Information Officer, as the case may be, shall render all reasonable assistance to the person making the request orally to reduce the same in writing”. The Commission the PIO to provide the attested photocopies of the Khatuani and the Khasra Girdawri of Khasra no. 77/2 and 77/12 to the Appellant for the period 1975 to 2010 from the Land Revenue Records. 

Decision:

The Appeal is allowed. 

The PIO is directed to provide attested photocopies of the Khatuani and the Khasra Girdawri of Khasra no. 77/2 and 77/12 to the Appellant and the Commission for the period 1975 to 2010 from the Land Revenue Records before 10 August 2011. He will take the assistance of any other officer if required under Section 5(4) of the RTI Act.
