Appellant: Mr. Ramnarayan Shah on video conference from NIC-Madhepura Studio; 
Respondent: Mr. Mithilesh Kumar Jain, PIO & Branch Manager; 


The PIO had given part of the information but had refused to give some of the information claiming exemption under Section 8(1)(e) of the RTI Act. The commission agrees that information regarding the customers of the Bank is held by it under fiduciary relationship. However under the KCC Scheme concessional interest rate is charged and this information has to be provided suo-motu as per the requirement of Section 4(1)(b)(xii)&(xiii).  In view of this the information regarding persons who have taken loans under Kisan Cerdit Card (KCC) Scheme is not exempted from disclosure, hence this information has to be provided. 

The PIO however will not give copies of the land documents of the people who have taken loans or other details. 

Decision:

The Appeal is allowed. 

The PIO is directed to provide the information about the names of those who have taken loans and the amount given as loans to those persons, to the Appellant before 30 September 2011.

This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.

Any information in compliance with this Order will be provided free of cost as per Section 7(6) of RTI Act.
