Information Sought:

The Appellant sought various information on 20 points regarding regularization of unauthorized colonies of west district, name of those colony against which MCD, ASI, Forest Department and DDA had registered any objection, name of those colonies which was to be demolished anyway, name of colonies whose matter was sub-judice in any court and several other matters.

Reply of the PIO: 

In response to query no. 1, the PIO informed that the record would be with Patwari. In response to query no. 3 to 8, 11, 14 and 19, the PIO said that the information would be given by DDA, LAC, DDA, MCD, Forest Department, ASI respectively, LA, DDA and LA respectively. In reply to 9 and 13, the PIO informed that it was policy matter. In response to rest of the question, the PIO replied accordingly. 

Note: The PIO/SDM (Patel Nagar) vide his letter dated 28/07/2010 had also replied to the Appellant. 

First Appeal:

Incomplete information received from the PIO.

Order of the FAA:

“The appeal was fixed for hearing on 26.07.2010 when the appellant as well as the PIOs were present. Appellant stated that after the filing of the appeal he has been supplied certain information but complete information has not been supplied as yet. Perusal of the record revealed that the information sought by the appellant pertains to various departments and it has bean asked by framing a number of questions as such he was asked to identify the information required from revenue department. Accordingly the appellant pointed out that the information relating to point no. 3,4,13,14,16,18,19 and 20 pertains to this department and requested that whatever information available with PIOs of DC Office may be ordered to be supplied to him and with regard to the remaining points the application may be transferred to the concerned departments.

In view of the above PIOs are directed to supply information with regard to the above mentioned points as may be available in the records of this office to the appellant within a period of 15 days of the receipt of these orders. Further the PIO/ADM (West) is directed to transfer the application of the appellant to the concerned departments as per the provisions o RTI Act, 2005.”

F446/DCW/PIO(HQ)/RTI/10/902-903. The appellant states that he has not received any information from the Urban Development Department. 

Decision:

The Appeal is allowed.

The Commission directs the PIO Urban Development to provide the information on points 1, 2, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 15 & 17 to the appellant before 30 November 2010.
