Information Sought: 
The present RTI application consists of 8 issues pertaining to the appellant’s application dated 09/09/2009 of the “Ladli Yogna”. The appellant has sought information regarding whether her application has been rejected or accepted, if rejected then the reasons for the rejection. If the application has been accepted, then when will the appellant be informed about the scheme? The appellant has also sought information regarding the time period according to the guidelines of the scheme within which any applicant to the Yogna should be informed about his application. The cause of delay due to which the appellant has not been informed. The name and post of the authority who lead to the delay.
Reply of the Public Information Officer (PIO):
The application of the appellant has been rejected due to non attachment of the proof of 3 years of stay in Delhi.

Ground for First Appeal:
Incomplete information supplied to the appellant.
Order of the First Appellate Authority (FAA):
The reason given by PlO for rejection of the applications of appellant is unjustified. PlO should sanction the case of the appellant with immediate effect as per rules. Since the apellant had applied under the Ladli scheme in the year 2009 when her daughter was entered in 9 class, the PlO should clearly mention the year to which the application pertain i.e. 2009 at the top application form for the convenience of SBIL for further process of application; accordingly. 

Ground of the Second Appeal:

Complete Information has not been supplied to the appellant.
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The Appellant had sought information about her application under “Ladli Scheme” in 2009. The progress of her application was not provided but she has been informed that her application had been rejected. The First Appellate Authority had seen certain documents of the Appellant because of which he was convinced that she was eligible for Ladli Scheme and gave an order to the PIO to ensure that her application was sanctioned. However, her application has still not been sanctioned and the Respondent states that the formalities have been completed and the sanction would be obtained within the next 04 to 06 weeks. 
It appears that people who apply under Ladli Scheme do not get to know whether their application has been accepted or not. Such conditions given rise to mistrust in the Government and also create a futile ground for corruption.  The Commission under its powers under Section-19(8)(a) of the RTI Act directs the PIO to ensure that information of all applicants under the Ladli Scheme who apply under the scheme is putup on the website giving the date, name and address of the applicant. This should also show when an application is sanctioned. In case it is rejected this also be displayed on the website in the following format.

If time frames in which applications would be process or rejected should also be stated on the website. The PIO will ensure compliance of this order before 30 April 2011.

Decision:

The Appeal is disposed.
