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Information Sought:-
The appellant wants the following information about the registered defunct societies pertaining to East Zone  till dated 30/11/2010. Provide the list for the same. 
Grounds for First Appeal:

Unsatisfactory information provided by PIO. 

 Reply from the PIO:

The appellant was provided with the following information:-
No compiled information is maintained in this zone. If you are not satisfied with the reply you can file an appeal before the 1st Appellant Authority.
FAA’s Order:-

The appellant was provide with the proper reply by the APIO/AR(East). As this information is not available with the public authority nor it is required to be maintained at one place under any Act or law for the time being in force. Hence , as per the CIC order no. CIC/SG/A/2008/00139 dated 30/01/2009, the information can not be supplied. However, the appellant is allowed inspection of specific files and take that this information is also available individually on the website of this office.

The appeal is disposed of accordingly with the above observations.
Ground for Second Appeal:-
The APIO has not furnished requisite information to the undersigned. As the appellant have not requisite information from the APIO.

Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present

Appellant:  Mr. Yogesh Kashyap;

Respondent: PIO/AR (Audit)Mr. H.N. Meena;
The PIO Mr. Yogiraj has not supplied any information to the appellant.  He has claimed that he is ignorant about the name of societies in his zone which have not submitted the annual returns for the period of 03 years.  The PIO/AR (Audit)Mr. H.N. Meena  states that the Audit Deptt. has a list of societies  which have not submitted the returns for the 3 years.  The Commission under its powers under Section 19 (8) (a) of the RTI Act directs the PIO/AR (Audit) to ensure that a list of societies who had not submitted returns for 3 years is displayed on the website of the RCS and updated every six months.  This is in fulfillment of RCS’s obligation under Section 4 (1) (b) of the RTI Act.

Decision:

The appeal is allowed.
The PIO/AR (Audit) Mr. H.N. Meena is directed to ensure the list as directed are displayed on the website of RCS before 30 May, 2011 and also send the information to the Appellant.

The PIO is  also directed to send the compliance report to the Commission along with the url address where the information has been uploaded to rtimonitoring@gmail.com before 05 June, 2011. 

This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.
