Facts arising from the Complaint:





The Complainant has by way of a Complaint under Section 18 of the RTI Act has brought to the notice of this Commission that the concerned public authority was not meeting certain obligations under the PDS Control order 2001 and the Decision of this Commission in  Decision no. CIC/SG/C/2009/001619; 001621; 001622/6047 dated 22nd December 2009. The decision requires every fair price shopkeeper to display the information on a notice board at a prominent place in the fair price shop on a daily basis regarding a) list of BPL and Antodaya beneficiaries b)entitlements of essential commodities c)scale of issues d)retail issue prices e)timings of opening and closing of these shops  stock of all the essential commodities received in the month g)opening and closing stock of essential commodities h) the name of redressal authority with respect to quantity and quality of essential commodities under the PDS.
The complaint also states that many shops especially in circle 63 have not complied with the order and the disclosure has not been made.

The Public authority had replied with an order dated 17-02-2010 stating that all the offices have been checked of the zones to ensure that the offices and shops have complied with the obligations and orders. The Commission issued a notice dated 19th April 2011 to the Concerned District to take necessary remedial measure and present themselves before the Commission today.

The respondent states that he has sent a letter to the Commission on 07/05/2011 in which he has mentioned that he has ensured that the order of the Commission has been complied with completely and various boards which are required to display the information are being displayed in the office as well as the ration shops. He also states that he has imposed penalty on the shops which do not display the boards.

The Complaint disposed.
