Facts arising from the Complaint:




The Commission had ordered vide Decision No. CIC/SG/C/2009/001619, 001621, 001622/6047 to the Food Commissioner of Food & Supply Department that certain information and records should be available for all the citizens in the respective Circle offices of the  Department. 

The department was ordered to comply with the order of CIC by 31 January 2010. 
When the complainants went to see if the order had been complied with, the following things were noted and as brought before this Commission by way of a Complaint filed under Section 18 of the RTI Act:
CIRCLE: 63 Seema Puri

Date: 22/2/10 Time: 4:20 pm

· Officer contacted: did not disclose her name as she was LDC, said you can contact a Class 4 employee Sh. Indresen as FSO was not in office.
· An old broken and junked board with incomplete information was lying out side the office.

· The number of Circle had not been changed on the wall where the procedure for a new ration card was painted.
CIRCLE: 68 Nand Nagari 

Date: 22/2/10 Time: 4.45 pm

Officer contacted: Initially UDC and later FSO reached the office

Lady working as UDC did not disclose her name. Later, upon asking FSO for compliance of CIC order, following reply was given:
1. The records of BPL, AAY ration cards were not available in Circle office. FSO stated that he has not received any records from the VIRGO Company.
2.  DSR was available but Stock register was not available.
3.  No board was displayed for the name & designation of each official of Circle Office.
4. The detail of PlO, FAA and office employee was not displayed.
5.  Board for the procedure for new ration card was not displayed.
6. No board was displayed for time frame disposal of various applications.
7. Board containing the information regarding the vigilance committee was kept inside the Circle Office which was not at all visible for the public.
8. Board for list of documents was not displayed in Circle office.

CIRCLE: 69 Mustafabad

Date: 16/2/10 Time: 11.00 am

Officer Contacted: Inspector Sh. R.S. Gupta

Inspector Sh. R.S. Gupta was present in the circle office but the FSO did not come till the end of inspection.

1. The records of BPL, AAY ration cards, were not available in Circle office.

2. No board was displayed for the name & designation of each official of Circle Office.

3. A detail of APIO, PlO & FAA was displayed on A4 size paper, not on a board, which was not visible.

4. Procedure to apply for new ration card was pasted on a paper which was not visible.

5. Name of members of vigilance committee members were displayed on the board, but date for the vigilance committee was not mentioned.
6.  Rights and privileges of ration card holders were not displayed anywhere in the circle office.
7. Board for list of documents was not displayed in Circle office.

CIRCLE: 70 Karawal Nagar

Date 16/2/10 Time: 11.40 am

Officer Contacted: FSO Sh. Pyare lal

1. The records of BPL, AAY ration cards, were not available in Circle office. 
2. The board for allocation of quantity was displayed but the quantity mentioned for sugar allocation on the board was wrong.
3. Name & Designation of each officer/employee was not displayed on board.
4.  Name of vigilance committee members and date of meeting of vigilance committee was not displayed.
5. Rights and privileges of ration card holders were not displayed anywhere in the circle office.

6. Board for list of documents was not displayed in Circle office.

The respondent states that he has sent a letter to the Commission on 12/05/2011 in which he has mentioned that he has ensured that the order of the Commission has been complied with completely and various boards which are required to display the information are being displayed in the office as well as the ration shops. He also states that he has imposed penalty on the shops which do not display the boards.
