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Facts Arising from the Complaint: 
The Complainant has filed a Complaint under Section 18 of the RTI Act alleging that no boards regarding the welfare schemes run at a ICDS centre at D-Block, New Seemapuri under the Department of Women and Child Development, GNCTD has been put up in consonance with Section 4 of the RTI Act.  Further, the Complainant has stated that on enquiry during a personal visit to the said centre, the Community Development Project Officer therein callously denied the information that was asked with regard to the types of schemes run at the centre.
Grounds for the Complaint:

Non-disclosure of information of such nature which should be put up as per the provisions of Section 4 of the RTI Act. The Complainant thereby is seeking action against the Respondent in terms of directions to display such boards enumerating the different schemes at the ICDS centre located at Seemapuri and all other ICDS Centres across Delhi.
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present

Respondent:  Mrs. Savita , Dy. Director , ICDS

                        Mrs. Gupta, CDPO (HQ), ICDS
The issue was discussed with the Respondents who showed a positive attitude about disclosing information suo moto by placing boards outside the ICDS project office. The Appellants had suggested that certain information be put up outside the ICDS project offices in such a manner that citizens could see this from outside. They also suggested that detailed information should be put up outside the Anganwadis. The Respondents stated that it was difficult to put up information outside Anganwadis because they were often very small places and were used for only a limited time. After considerable discussion it was agreed that some information as per the attached Annexure A would be set outside the ICDS project office and large boards providing information as per Annexure B would be put up in Anganwadis.
Decision:

The Complaint is allowed.
+
The Commission under its powers Section 19(8) (a) of the RTI Act directs the Dy. Director, ICDS to provide access to information suo moto to the citizens in the following manner ;

1) The Respondent is directed to put up boards outside ICDS project office displaying such information in the format enumerated in Annexure A which briefly contains the following details:

The name, address and location of all Anganwadi centres,  timings of the project office.

Number of Anganwadi centres that operate under that project office, funds allocated by the government for the last year and the present year and the annual expenditure of the last year. Name, designation and contact address of all the officers and the workers at the ICDS project office. The different facilities provided by the Anganwadi centres should also be enlisted. Contact details of all the relevant officers should be provided in whose name Complaints against the project office can be filed by the general public.
These boards would be placed before 30th September 2011 as agreed with the Respondents. The Dy. Director will send a compliance report to the Complainant and the Commission before 05th October 2011
2) The Respondent is further directed to place boards inside each Anganwadi centre displaying limited and such reasonable information as enumerated in Annexure B which briefly contains the following details:

Anganwadi centre serial number, allotted zone of operation, Anganwadi worker and helpers name and details, timings of the Anganwadi, number of the children falling under different age groups and number of women, girls and handicapped children in the Anganwadi centre.
This is specified as a requirement under Section 4(1) (b) (xvii) of the RTI Act.
The Respondent will place such boards at 10 Anganwadis before 15th July 2011 and inform the Complainant and the Commission giving the locations before 20th July 2011. The Commission will give an approval of these before 30th July 2011 and subsequently boards will be put up inside all the Anganwadis before 30th September 2011.
This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.

Any information in compliance with this Order will be provided free of cost as per Section 7(6) of RTI Act.
