1. Please furnish information regarding the no. of families situated at different location of Bhalswa Deri.

2. When the remaining 120 families will be given plot. Since record for seal  done by the CBI has already been finished, what kind of  problem is arising to the authority?

3. Whether the Bhalswa Deri dwellers have not received facility like Water and Sanitation.

Please furnish information as to for this facilities which department  should provide fund to which department?
4. Various plot are vacant in the colony.Who is the owner of those plot?

Please furnish complete details as to why it has not been built since last 15-20 years.

      5.   Many people were staying at jhugi at Bhalswa Deri but now it has been removed.

            Now, those land is  being  provided to someone else,why is it so?
6. People who have submitted the money and draw has been made and who have the demolition slip.Please furnish details as to when will they receive residence.
PIO Reply:

1. Query no.1,2 and 6 is related to the (SUR Section).RTI Application has been sent to the Deputy Director SUR/PIO H-13.Hence,the mentioned query will be replied by them.
2. As per Query no.3, there are 11 public sanitation facilities. Out of which 8 are regulated under DEMS department of MCD and 3 sanitation is under the supervision of the respondent. Water facility is to be done through S1 pipe line and after the finalization of map of complete colony, it could be processed.
3. As per Query no.4, there is no complete information furnished by the Appellant regarding the plot.hence,no information could be sought.

4. As per Query no. 5, The removed jhugis are not being allotted to any individual.
Grounds for the First Appeal:

Information furnished by the PIO not satisfactory.
Order of the First Appellate Authority (FAA):

The FAA held the view that the requisite information had already been given by the PIO. Appeal closed.

Ground of the Second Appeal:

Information furnished by the PIO, not satisfactory.

Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present:

Appellant: Mr. Jawahar Singh; 

Respondent: Mr. Harish Vats, Public Information Officer & Dy Director (SUR); 


The Appellant has sought information regarding 120 Jhuggi Dwellers who he states have paid Rs.7000/- as beneficiary share for allotment of plots in 1991-92. The respondent states that under a scheme for reallocation of Jhuggi Dwellers various Jhuggi Dwellers were asked to deposit Rs.7000/- and allotted plots where they could build their houses. The PIO also states that about 16000 people have been allotted plots in different areas and about 3000 persons have not been allotted any plots. The PIO states that this matter has been brought to the attention of Urban Development Department (UD)of Delhi Government in 2008 and subsequently reminders have been sent but no response have been received from the UD, GNCTD. Perhaps to know what has happened to the letters for clarifications sent by DUSIB it would have to send the RTI application. The PIO and the Appellant state that some of these people have deposited Rs.7000/- and other may have only applied for the plots. 
It is necessary that the Government must inform people whether they are being given the plots or not. It is unacceptable that the Government does not give any decision for decades. Such conditions breed arbitrariness and corruption every where. The Government must also provide reasons for its decision and transparently inform citizens about the fate of their applications or the money paid by them. The Commission under its powers under Section 19(8)(a) of the RTI Act directs the Secretary, Urban Development Department to display the list of about 3000 people where no decision has been taken on the website of the Government and also provide some indication of what is the fate of these applications. The PIO UD Department is also directed to provide information to the Appellant about the progress of the letters sent by DUSIB in 2008-09 in the following format:
