Relevant facts arising from the Complaint:
In a previous matter Saurabh Sharma vs. Additional Commissioner(Edu.), MCD in Decision No. CIC/SG/C/2011/000930/14501 the Commission passed an order on 08/09/2011 directing that “All schools of the Municipal Corporation of Delhi will have the documents/registers as mentioned in the order available for inspection by citizens on the last working day of each month, from 10.30 AM to 12.30 PM for First/Morning/General Shift and 3.30 PM to 5.30 PM for the Second/Evening shift schools respectively. This information regarding inspection timings shall be available on the notice boards of all schools.” In the abovesaid Complaint, the Commission received a letter dated 23/09/2011 from the Additional Director-I Ms. Kanta Kumar informing that after the Commission’s order dated 08/09/2011 a circular under the signature of the Director Primary Education had been issued on 16/09/2011 to the DDE/ADE of all Zones of MCD for necessary compliance of the Commission’s order. 
However, the Commission received a complaint dated 31/10/2011 on 02/11/2011 from the Complainant alleging that as per the Commission’s order she approached to the concerned school on 31/10/2011 at 10:30am for inspection but the inspection was not facilitated by the school administration claiming that no order has been received from the concerned department i.e. Education Department, MCD for such inspection. 
In the light of the abovementioned, the Commission decided to initiate an inquiry in the matter under Section 18(2) of the Right to Information Act, 2005. The Commission issued summons on 29/11/2011 to the Respondents to appear in the inquiry before this Commission to be held to consider the issues arising from the Complaint at the above address on 23 December 2011 at 4:30 p.m. They were required to bring their written submissions showing cause why penalty should not be imposed on them as mandated under Section 20 (1) of the RTI Act for not facilitating the inspection even after the Commission’s order. They were also required to bring any document they may have relied on in their written submissions. 
Relevant facts emerging during the hearing:
The following were present

Complainant: Ms. Jyoti and Mr. S. R. Thomas; 
Respondent:  Mrs. Kanta Rani Kumar, ADE; Dr. Chandra Bhan, DDE (Coordination); Municipal Corporation of Delhi and deemed PIOs;

After discussions with the Complainant and the respondents it appears that there was some confusion in implementing the order of the Commission which has been clarified before the Commission by the respondents. Every one has assured the commission that the directions with regards to the inspection will be followed meticulously and board/wall paintings will be displayed in all the schools so that citizens and children get details about various schemes as well as the details of time and date on which inspection can be done. In view of this the Commission drops the penalty proceedings. 
Decision:
The Complainant is disposed.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.
