Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The PIO states that the information sought by the Appellant on query-1 is not maintained. As regards query-2 the Respondent states that there is no criteria or limit on the Government quota. Whenever some preferences are given it is necessary that they should be based on some transparent criteria. However, if the government decides to have an arbitrary preferential quota this should be declared suo-moto as per the provisions of Section 4(1)(b)(xiii). The Commission therefore directs the Joint Secretary (Haj) in the Ministry of External Affairs to display the list of  Haj Pilgrims who are being given release of seats out of Government Reserve Quota. These should be putup for the year 2011 before 15 May 2012 and for subsequent years within a period of 45 days. 
As regards query-3 the respondent states that no list is maintained of this. 

Decision:

The Appeal is allowed. 
The Commission directs Joint Secretary (HAJ) to ensure that the information as directed above is displayed on the website of the Ministry before 15 May 2012. He will also ensure that information of subsequent years are displayed on the website within 45 days.

 These directions are being given by the Commission under its powers under Section 19(8)(a)(iii) of the RTI Act. It is also in conformance with the requirements of Section 4(1)(b)(xvii). 

He is also directed to send a report of compliance of the above directions to the Commission by 25 May 2012. The report may be sent to rtimonitoring@gmail.com, with a copy to the Complainant.   

This decision is announced in open chamber.
