Subject: Suo moto disclosure under Section 4 of the RTI Act, 2005

The Commission has received a complaint dated 05/03/2011 on 12/03/2012 from Mr. CJ Karira stating that the FSSAI has not met its obligations under Section 4, Right to Information Act, 2005. The Commission has looked at the website of the FSSAI and it appears that the direction of the Commission have not been complied with, and finds that the Complainant’s contention appear to be true. He has further made the following plea:

1) Direct FFSAI, New Delhi, to secure compliance with the provisions of the RTI Act, especially suo moto disclosure under section 4(1) (b).

2) To direct FSSAI to abide by the directives of the CIC and immediately appoint a transparency officer.

3) To direct FSSAI to immediately modify the contents of its website viz a viz the RTI Act and bring it into conformity of the RTI Act by publishing information prescribed in section 4(1) (b) (i) to 4(1) (b) (xvii).
As per Section 4, RTI Act, public authorities were under an obligation to make certain suo moto disclosures by 12 October 2005. The Commission has perused the website of FSSAI at http://www.fssai.gov.in/. It appears from the website of the FSSAI that certain disclosures required as per section 4(1) (b) have not been made till date. The Commission hereby considers the plea made by the Complainant and directs the FSSAI to fulfill its obligations and make the following information available on its website by 30 June 2012:

1)  Compliance with the provisions of the RTI Act, especially suo moto disclosure prescribed in section 4(1) (b) (i) to 4(1) (b) (xvi). The website should be updated every month before the 10th of each month incorporating any changes which had been made in the earlier month.
2) Appoint a transparency officer and publish the details regarding the appointment of the same on the website.

You are directed to ensure that the complete information as directed in the Commission’s order is put up on the website of the FSSAI by 30 June 2012. The PIO will send a compliance report to the Appellant and the Commission before 05 July 2012. The Report must include:

1. Compliance report and measures taken to fulfill disclosure obligations under Section 4 as directed above including making information available on your official website.

2. Measures put in place to ensure regular updating of the information uploaded on the websites.
