Information sought:

The Appellant sought almost exhaustive information including, the working, description of Department/Sub-departments, number of employees, their designations, qualifications, no. of vehicles and their users, Budget for  2008-2009, public programmes initiated, etc., of the Health and Family Welfare Ministry.  
Reply of PIO: 

The PIO’s reply was to the effect that the information immediately accessible had been sent, while the Appellant’s RTI request had been transferred to all the Departments concerned with the remaining parts of the information.  
Grounds for First Appeal:

The Appellant claimed that the information received by him was incomplete. He also pointed out that the information provided was in English.
The First Appellate Authority ordered:
The Appellate Authority cited the Commission’s decision in B.H. Virisha Banam Canara Bank Appeal No. 14/IC/A/2006, viz, “Information shall be provided in the form in which it is available with the respondent and the department’s resources will not be diverted for this purpose.” 

The PIO was directed to provide the copies of the Citizen Charter, if available.

The Appellant was directed to receive the information directly from the hospitals and departments under the administrative control of the ministry, to whom the Appellant’s RTI request had already been forwarded.    
Grounds for Second Appeal:

Very little information received even after the FAA order. Further the information so received is incomplete and in English. 
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The Following were present:

Appellant: Absent

Respondent: Absent

The information sought is mostly the information that the department is expected to declare suo-moto under the Section 4 of the RTI Act. It appears that the department has not made information available under Section 4 as it should have done by 12 October 2005 and updated regularly. 
Decision

The Appeal is allowed.
The PIO is directed send the complete information to the Appellant and ensure that its Section 4 declaration is updated and put up on the website before 15 August 2009. The PIO will also send the compliance report to the Commission before 20 August 2009.
This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.

Any information in compliance with this order will be provided free cost as per Section 7(6) of RTI Ac.
