Information sought:
The issuance of a new Food Card had been denied to an acquaintance of the Appellant. The reason given at the time of the refusal was that the residence of the applicant fell outside the area assigned to the issuing authority. The Appellant contested this on facts, and requested the respondent to provide reason for the refusal of a new food card.
PIO’s Reply:

“…that the application for preparation of card was not rejected only, on the ground of JJ cluster, there are many other reasons for rejection of the application for preparation of a fresh APL card, given as under:

1. Application Forms no. 001579268 in the name of Mohammad Pallu:

· The application received by post through (New Delhi) vide no. 55dated 16/05/08 along with affidavit.

· Applicant has not deposited non-refundable amount Rs. 25.
· NPC not given.

· No document of self properties enclosed.

· Only one photograph submitted.
2. Address 119 Nizam Nagar in Nizamuddin

· This area considered as JJ cluster by the Deptt. And 22 litter of SKO per card is being issued in this area.
3. Instruction for preparation of food cards.

· As per instruction issued by the department that head of family or any other member of the family must deposit application form physically on the counter of the circle.”
Grounds for First Appeal:

Information sent in an “unreadable” form.  
The First Appellate Authority ordered:
FAA ruled in favour of the PIO, stating that the information had been provided in a fair and proper manner. 
Grounds for Second Appeal:

Unsatisfactory order.

The Respondent states that the Food Cards of Applicants are not made if they are in the                   J.J. Cluster (Jhuggi Jhopdi Cluster). However, this is not been given in writing. The Respondent is directed to ensure that the department displays on the website names of those who apply for Ration Cards or Food Cards; dates on which application are made, the reasons for rejections if any and dates on which cards are made. This is a requirement under Section 4 of the RTI Act and must be complied with before 15 August 2009.
Decision
