Information Sought:

Details of time from when the working employees of the societies will be given facilities according to the notification no. F-37/Policy/RCS/142-150 dated 19/10/2007 which was issued u/s 135 no. F-Part file-37/Co Act/Policy/RCS dated 28/09/2005 of Delhi Co-operative Society Act 2003.

Reply of the PIO: 

The PIO replied that no such information was available with the policy branch. He further added that in the notification dated 28/09/2005, it was mentioned that the societies shall frame the service rules for employees and get them approved from the managing committee/governing bodies there of within a period of 365 days from the date of the issue of the notification. The notification was published in the newspaper on 01/10/2005 and 15/10/2005 for information.  

First Appeal:

Non receipt of proper information from the PIO.

Order of the FAA:

The FAA in its order observed that the Appellant was seeking interpretation with regards to the effective date from which the employee of a co-operative society should be benefited whether from date of notification issued on 28.09.2005 or from the date of issuance of DCS rules 2007. It was explained to him that this was not the information in accordance with the RTI Act. The FAA further suggested to seek clarification from the policy branch.  

Ground of the Second Appeal:

Non receipt of proper information from the PIO and the FAA.

Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present

Appellant : Mr. Gopal Pandey
Respondent : Mr. Ashok Kumar, PIO
The Appellant shows that by Notification issued on 28/09/2005 all the cooperative societies were directed to ensure that service rules of their employees are made within 365 days. The Respondent admits that there is no compliance of this notification and subsequent to the RTI Application of the Appellant a letter has been issued on 11/08/2009 to ensure that the compliance of this notification is done by all the societies. However, the Dy. Register Mr. S.K. Hari has not mentioned any day for compliance so that the violation of the notification can be endless. The PIO is directed to ensure that the names of societies which have complied and those who have not complied is putup on the website of the department by 31/12/2009. This is been ordered as a requirement of Section 4(1) (b) (xvii).  
Decision:

The Appeal is allowed.
The PIO will provide the information as described above to the Appellant and the Commission by 30 September 2009.
This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.

Any information in compliance with this Order will be provided free of cost as per Section 7(6) of RTI Act.
