FAA stated the information sought by Appellant had been collected from the administrator and the concerned zone. Same were given to the Appellant. 
Grounds for Second Appeal:

PIO and FAA had not been provided the information which was sought by the Appellant.
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The following were present:
Appellant:  Mr. A. K Roy;
Respondent: Mr. Rajesh Kumar, Public Information Officer & Asst. Registrar; 
The information has been provided to the Appellant by the PIO with the FAA’s order on 18/08/2009 and an inspection of the records has also been done. From the explanation of the PIO it appears that an administrator has been appointed by RCS for very long periods. The Law intends that administrator to be appointed for 180 days but in this particular case it appears that for nearly one and half years the administrators’ job is continuously extended also the PIO states that though the RCS appoints administrator there is no definition of the duties or duty time of administrator. It appears from the discussion that about Rs.10000/- is paid to the administrator for an indefinite period without ay definition of the responsibilities or duty timings. The Commission directs the PIO to ensure that details of all societies where an administrator is appointed are putup on the website of the department in compliance of Section 4 requirements. This will give the details of the administrator and the period for which the administrator is continuing. 
Decision:
The appeal is allowed.
The PIO is directed to ensure that details of all societies where an administrator is appointed are putup on the website of the department in compliance of its Section 4 requirements. This will give the details of the administrator and the period for which the administrator is continuing. This will be done before 30 December 2009.

A compliance report will be sent to the Commission before 05 January 2010.
