Information Sought
a) The no of people of Civil lines Zone ward no 6,7,19,20 and 21 who have received the widows, old and handicapped pension and tri cycle in the last 3 years from the Councilor quota. 
b) The name of the people and the areas they belong to who have received widows, old and handicapped pension in Civil lines Zone ward no 6,7,19,20 and 21 from the Councilor quota. 

c) The source of income, movable and immovable property and the criteria for selection of all people who are receiving the widows and old age pension. 
d) The no of people who are receiving assistance under handicapped assistance section and the facilities that must be made available to them. 
e) The no of people in the last 3 years under handicapped assistance who have been given authorization and facilities to set up shop near the roadside. 
Whether setting up of stalls on the road by any handicapped person is acceptable under law or special permission from MCD. 
Reply of the PIO

The PIO of Civil Lines Zone on 17/09/2009 replied to the queries relates to them to the Appellant. 

First Appeal:

No information provided by the PIO.

Order of the FAA:

Not enclosed. (The Appellant in his second appeal mentioned that at the time of hearing information to the queries was provided but it was unsatisfactory). 
Ground of the Second Appeal:

Unsatisfactory and incomplete information provided by PIO. This information was provided to Appellant at the time of hearing before FAA. The pension and funds involve large sums of money (in excess of 60 lakhs) and there is a great possibility that tax payers hard earned money is being siphoned off and the needy people practically get nothing. 
Relevant Facts emerging during Hearing:

The PIO of Civil Lines zone received the application on 09/07/2009 and provided the information on 17/09/2009. The PIO of Rohini Zone supplied the information on 21/07/2009. However, the Appellant wanted the details of the income and verification of the same which is on individual forms with public authority and not in the collated form. The Appellant is willing to inspect these records on 21 December 2009 at 10.30am at the office of the PIO.  
The details of the entitlements given to beneficiaries have to be given suo-moto as per Section 4(1) (b) (xii) of the RTI Act. This condition was to be fulfilled by 12 October 2005. MCD has not done this so far. The Commission directs the PIOs to ensure that this is done before 30 January 2010 failing which the Commission will have to take appropriate action under the RTI Act. 
Decision:

The Appeal is allowed. 

The PIO will facilitate an inspection of the forms by the Appellant on 21 December 2009 and give photocopies of the records which Appellant wants upto 500 pages free of cost. The PIO will also provide the information on query-5 to the Appellant. 

The PIO of Rohini Zone will provide a list of beneficiaries to the Appellant on 21 December 2009.

This decision is announced in open chamber.

Notice of this decision be given free of cost to the parties.

Any information in compliance with this Order will be provided free of cost as per Section 7(6) of RTI Act.
