Tehsildar (Darya Ganj) and Deemed PIO; Mr. Y. P. Malhotra, Tehsildar (Karol Bagh); 
The complainant has stated that no information has been received by her. However, she has herself attached at page-9 the information provided by the PIO to her on 04/03/2010. It appears she is complaining about the fact that the information on query-2 has not been provided. The PIO has not given this information on the ground that it is exempt under Section 8(1)(j) of the RTI Act. The income certificates are obtained by applicants for applying for incentives and subsidies. The clear intention of Section 4(1)(b)(xii) & (xiii) is that the details of people who benefit from various Government’s subsidies, permits and concession must be declared suo-moto by various public authorities. In view of this the exemption sought under Section 8(1)(j) by the PIO is not upheld by the Commission. The PIO has claimed that it would disproportionately divert the resources of the public authority if the information is to be provided in the format sought by appellant. The PIO has produced a format which is available on his computer is in the following format:
